In the process of
consulting various doctors and approaching the Chief
Minister’s Fund for support, his father died due to severe
agony. His mother Parvathi, continued her battle in life
by running a small tiffin center, with the support of her old
mother.

Meanwhile, Manikanta’s medical condition deteriorated
and he started feeling breathlessness and was unable to
continue his schooling. His mother approached a hospital
with the reference of their District Collector, though they
agreed to do the operation, they were not able to give a
guarantee for Manikanta’s life. Hence Parvathi opted out
of this and continued her search. In this process, a
glimmer of hope emerged as she consulted an Eminent
Cardiologist, who suggested that an open heart surgery
can be a permanent solution to his problem.

As Manikanta was weak and was not in a position to
withstand such a major surgery, the Cardiologist
suggested undergoing an imminent cardiac
catheterization with LPA stenting, that would improve
his condition. Since the family was unable to bear the cost
of the procedure underscoring the urgency for external
assistance, Pure Little Hearts Foundation (PLHF) came
forward and supported Manikanta with the procedure
cost with the support of its donors.
